Part 1 : Selection and Execution

- The partner cities submit their project
to LUCI and Thorn

- LUCI and Thorn select the project
- The partner cities start the execution

- Throughout the execution they receive
the support of Thorn and LUCI

Part 2 : Review and Communication

- LUCI and Thorn review
the completed project.

- They build a case study
and publish it.

- The completed project is presented
and celebrated during a LUCI event.

What is requested :
a description of the project
- needs,
- location,
- timescale,
- main stakeholders and their contribution
- foreseen benefits (for the people, the environment,t  he economy, ...)
At least one contact person in each city
A written statement binding the two cities (e.g. coopera tion agreement)

Procedure

Cities send their projects to LUCI
Latest submission date : 30 April 2009

LUCI and Thorn will review and select the best proj  ect (possibility to invite
external experts e.g. other LUCI members, lighting professionals, ...)

Selected project will be announced during Lumiville fair in Lyon (May 2009).
Project achievement must take place between May and December 2010.
Thorn’s commitment on equipment is set at a maximum of € 20,000.
